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INTRODUCTION
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In a sense, cocktails have probably been with us from the start of humanity’s long relationship with ethyl alcohol. Archaeologists have found evidence that, even 5,000 years ago, people were brewing alcoholic drinks and experimenting with additives to improve or otherwise modify their flavors. In China, wine has traditionally been drunk with any number of additives, many but not all of them medicinal; in the West, the wine and brandy of the warmer climes and the distilled spirits of the northern regions created lively regional and local traditions.

Over time, those traditions, and the drinks they produced, gained depth, complexity, and variety—not least because, for centuries, drinking water was considered unhealthy (often rightfully, depending on the water source). But the cocktail as we know it is really only a couple of hundred years old. Its more immediate origins probably lie in the shift from fermented to distilled drinks that took place in England in the eighteenth century, with the popularization of gin and “medicinal” drinks derived from grain spirits. From there, it was only a matter of time, curiosity, and experimentation.

THE ORIGINS OF THE COCKTAIL

The word “cocktail,” like many words, has evolved over time, broadening its meaning. While it once indicated a narrow range of drinks—perhaps originally a single drink—it is now customarily used to cover nearly the full range of mixed drinks available in the bars of the world. Purists may insist that a true cocktail include at least three ingredients, two of which are distilled liquor and bitters; others may argue that any drink mixed on the spot from two or more ingredients, at least one of which is alcoholic, is a cocktail. There is no “right” answer here, but for all intents and purposes we have generally rubbed out the line between cocktails and other mixed drinks.

The first known references to drinks called cocktails come from the late eighteenth and early nineteenth centuries. At that time, alcoholic beverages were largely served in inns and public houses, and weary travelers and thirsty locals would order concoctions such as Toddies, Fizzes, Slings, and Punches—many of which remain available in traditional cocktail bars. Certainly, some kind of drink called a cocktail was being served in London by 1798, when it appeared on the bar tab of no less a personage than William Pitt the Younger. In America, the availability of rum, which had been the most serendipitously popular by-product of the sugar trade, added a new dimension to such drinks. In 1806, one rather drily witty post in a New York publication defined a “cocktail” as “a stimulating liquor, composed of spirits of any kind, sugar, water, and bitters,” and decried its use in getting potential voters drunk and therefore easily swayed on election days.

The word’s etymology remains uncertain. Some accounts suggest that its origins lay with using rooster feathers as a garnish. Others point to the French word coquetier, a kind of eggcup in which mixed drinks could be served. Still others suggest the colloquial use of the word “cocktail” to refer to a horse whose tail was clipped short to indicate it was a mixed breed—rather like a mixed drink, perhaps. What is certain is that by the middle of the nineteenth century cocktails were big in America. The end of taxes on spirits after the War of 1812, the burgeoning popularity of Bourbon and other American whiskies, and the rise of urban saloons as social and political hubs all contributed to a thriving cocktail culture.

In 1862, Connecticut native Jerry Thomas, who had apparently learned his bartending in London, published How to Mix Drinks; or, The Bon-Vivant’s Companion, one of many manuals that would appear in the second half of the century. Of the many drink recipes in his book, Thomas only identified ten as cocktails, stipulating that the defining quality of a cocktail is that it contains bitters. Other writers thought differently, but overriding all the disputes was the sheer exuberance and creativity of the cocktail scene, which had become big business. Expert bartenders—known as barmen—were in high demand. As technology improved—ice machines, refrigeration, carbonated water, and the wealth created by industrialization—the quality and variety of drinks increased. This was the era that created the Martini, the Manhattan, the Pousse Café, the Bronx Cocktail, and the Whiskey Sour.

But by 1919, the temperance movement had gradually won its political battle against alcohol, and for the next fourteen years the culture of the cocktail was forced underground. Of course, Prohibition didn’t succeed in suppressing the consumption of alcohol; on the contrary, it only provided the perfect arena for organized criminals to reap a handsome profit on the outlaw appetites of thirsty Americans. Speakeasies—secret bars where people gathered to drink and socialize—flourished. Since alcoholic beverages had to be made and transported surreptitiously, the quality of liquor fell off, so a variety of new cocktails were concocted to make the bathtub gin and other inferior spirits more palatable. More importantly, and less happily, the dignity of cocktail culture suffered a blow from which, arguably, it is only now recovering. The skill and aplomb of the great barmen of the past could no longer be celebrated as it once was, and cocktail bars became associated with organized crime and reckless hedonism. The chastening effect of the Crash in 1929 only made things worse.

In 1933, Prohibition was repealed, and the cocktail came out of hiding. It was no longer the golden age of the cocktail, but it was the Golden Age of Hollywood, and the public delighted to visions of movie stars, onscreen and off, sipping Martinis and Manhattans while exchanging witty dialogue or simply looking gorgeous and stylish. In short, the cocktail had gone from serving as a mainstay of social life to being a prop in collective fantasies of the glamorous life. Some of the best of cocktail culture had survived overseas, in places like the Savoy in London and Harry’s American Bar in Paris, but in America the glory days were gone. After the Second World War, cocktails remained popular, but they were gradually cheapened. The influx of vodka—a shift that some purists think of as a disaster—made for drinks where alcohol contributed less and less flavor to the mix. And mixes themselves—that is, the prepared, often artificially flavored cocktail mixes available in powder or liquid form—soon made mixing cocktails no different from mixing frozen fruit juice or powdered Kool-Aid. Cocktails began to seem tacky.

Toward the end of the twentieth century, though, cocktails began to recover their former status as social lubricants and cultural markers. In the 1980s, a new class of young urban professionals—yuppies—found themselves with a good deal of disposable income and a taste for the rare, the expensive, and the sought-after. At the same time, a countercultural wave gave prominence to the boutique, hand-crafted production over the mass-produced product. The beverage and hospitality industries responded. Craft beers flourished, wine consumers became more knowledgeable, and the single-malt whiskies of Scotland found an appreciative audience. Though the marketing was often absurd, the desire that beverages should have some kind of distinctiveness, some sort of authenticity of origin, some intriguing narrative behind them, was sincere. Even boutique vodkas, tequilas, and gins gained traction in the market.




THE RISE, FALL, AND RISE OF COCKTAIL CULTURE
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THE COCKTAIL REVIVAL
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By the turn of the millennium, this trend had rediscovered the classic cocktail. Hotel bars saw a resurgence of interest, and modern speakeasies and other classic cocktail lounges answered to a kind of nostalgia for a more epicurean, spopisticated culture of drinking. More period movies and television shows—with men in flannel suits and women in waist-cinching outfits sipping traditional libations—tapped into the nostalgia. The cocktail culture that predated “cocktail mixes” and Club Med confections—the established culture of the Martini, the Gimlet, and the Manhattan—stirred anew. And it shows no sign of fading.

TOOLS AND TECHNIQUES

This book is mostly a compendium of recipes, some classic and some newfangled. But, as any chef will tell you, in the hands of a serious cook a recipe is only a rough guide. Treat these recipes the same way: you can follow them precisely, or trust your palate and make whatever adjustments you see fit. After all, there are, mathematically, an infinite number of possible recipes for a dry martini. That said, there are some basics about mixing drinks to keep in mind.

First, never forget the ice. If a drink calls for ice—and many cocktails are simply shaken with ice and then strained into a glass—you had better use it. Ice is an essential part of most cocktails: it dilutes the alcohol, making the drink not only more approachable and refreshing, but actually more flavorful as well.

Second, mind your ingredients. Use good liquor and fresh juices. Cheap liquor is usually cheap for a reason, so use the best alcoholic beverages you can afford. But don’t go too far: using Hine Millesime 1988 Cognac to make a Sidecar isn’t sophisticated, it’s a foolish and pretentious waste. And unless it specifically states otherwise, wherever a recipe in this book calls for fruit juice, it means fresh fruit juice. It isn’t labor-intensive to squeeze an orange or lemon, and it makes an enormous difference in the drink.

Third, don’t be afraid to do intimidating things like muddling fruit or flaming an orange peel. These are not difficult skills; with a little practice, you can entertain your guests, enjoy yourself, and improve your drinks by creating little cascades of flaming citrus oils when called for, or by mashing up some ingredients in the bottom of a mixing glass, even if it’s only with the end of a wooden spoon.

Fourth, don’t sweat the glasses too much. Many cocktails are associated with specific glasses—after all, a highball glass is called by that name for a reason. But some of the kinds of glasses listed with recipes here are aspirational, not realistic. If you have a stock of cordial or hurricane glasses, that’s great. If not, feel free to improvise. With some tumblers, tall glasses, wine glasses, and cocktail glasses, you’ll be fine. Even the cocktail glasses are mostly about presentation.

Fifth, have the necessary hardware. You’ll need a good shaker—either a Boston or cobbler shaker is fine, though some might argue otherwise. A well-made jigger with clearly marked measures is essential. One good strainer will do, though having both a coil strainer and a julep strainer might be nice. Have a few long bar spoons and something to muddle with, be it a real muddler or a wooden spoon or pestle. A simple juicer, preferably the manual kind that strains through a sieve into a small cup, should be all you need for fresh juices. Measuring spoons, a small measuring cup, a paring knife, a cutting board, and so forth you can always retrieve from the kitchen, provided you have them.

Finally, a word about shaking. Never mix a drink with a perfunctory shake. All shaken drinks need to be seriously agitated for at least twenty seconds, while some drinks, especially ones with egg in them, need a great deal more. If you’re shaking a mixture with ice, your hands should be nearly frozen by the time you strain or pour the drink. And as for shaking versus stirring, when in doubt, shake.

BEYOND THE RECIPES

It’s sometimes said that there are far too many cocktail recipes circulating out there—that we need to rely more on the classics, or at least on the few hundred time-tested recipes that every good bartender ought to know. While there’s some merit to that line of thought, I’m all for letting people share what they believe tastes good. Quality has a way of asserting itself, and any new cocktails that deserve wide appreciation may actually get it.

One of the great pleasures of cocktail culture is tinkering behind the bar. Just as you might experiment with how you prepare dinner, feel free to invent cocktails. If you know what you like and have a feel for how flavors and other qualities might combine, you’ll likely come up with something you enjoy. One of the more unusual recipes in this book I actually invented with my wife and a friend; if you’re interested, I challenge you to figure out which one it is.

I also invite you to keep exploring. Like many things, cocktails only get more fascinating the more you know about them. Get some old cocktail books and bar manuals and test their recipes. Order hard-to-find ingredients from specialty suppliers. Develop a clear sense of your taste. Do you prefer sour or sweet, or a balance of the two? Which classic cocktails do you most enjoy? What variations on the Martini have you found most beguiling? What is your go-to cocktail? If I just want something I know I’ll enjoy, I tend to go for a Sidecar—but I’m up for trying almost anything. And I’ve learned that what seems less than appealing on paper often tastes delicious in the glass.

Lastly, never forget that a key part of cocktail culture is company. Cocktails are meant to be shared, whether that be for celebrations, special events, intimate evenings, or festive gatherings—or just for a relaxing conversation at the end of a long day. In its heyday, cocktail culture also had a civic aspect; it brought people together and kept important conversations alive. So take your cocktails, like all alcoholic beverages, in moderation, and enjoy them in good company. The discoveries will never cease.

WHAT THEY HAVE IN COMMON IS A RELAXED QUALITY, IN THAT THEY PRESENT A RELATIVELY LOW CONCENTRATION OF ALCOHOL AND, OFTEN, AN EASY-DRINKING ACCESSIBILITY.





APPLEJACK COLLINS

2 oz apple brandy

1 oz lemon juice

Club soda

¼ oz simple syrup

4 dashes of bitters

Lemon slice

Combine brandy, lemon juice, bitters, and syrup in a mixing glass and shake with ice. Strain into an ice-filled Collins glass. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with lemon slice.

APRICOT ANISE COLLINS

½ oz apricot brandy

1 ½ oz gin

1 ½ oz anisette

1 oz lemon juice

Club soda

Lemon slice

Combine brandy, gin, anisette, and lemon juice and shake with ice. Strain into an ice-filled Collins glass. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with lemon slice.

2 oz tequila

1 oz lemon juice

Club soda

Lime slice

1 ½ oz gin

¾ oz lemon juice

1 oz simple syrup

Club soda

Orange slice

Cherry

Combine gin, syrup, and lemon juice and shake with ice. Strain into an ice-filled Collins glass. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with cherry and orange slice.

¾ oz simple syrup

Dash of Angostura bitters

4 oz ginger ale

Lemon slice

In a chilled Collins or highball glass, combine gin, lemon juice, syrup, and bitters and stir. Fill with ice and then with ginger ale and stir. Garnish with lemon slice.

1 ½ oz gold rum

¾ oz apple brandy

2 oz orange juice

1 oz melon liqueur

1 ½ oz vodka

½ oz Cointreau or triple sec

1 oz lemon juice

Combine melon liqueur, vodka, Cointreau, lemon juice, and syrup in a chilled Collins glass or other large glass and stir. Fill with ice and then club soda and stir. Garnish with lime slice.

1 oz triple sec

½ oz vodka

½ oz Blue Curaçao liqueur

½ oz lime juice

½ oz lemon juice

½ oz orange juice

½ oz simple syrup

4 oz lemonade

Lime peel

In a chilled Collins glass or other large glass, combine all ingredients but the lime peel and stir. Fill with ice and garnish with lime peel.

LONE TREE COOLER

2 oz gin

½ oz dry vermouth

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrup into a small amount of club soda. Fill glass with ice, add gin and vermouth, and stir. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with citrus peels.

NORMANDY COOLER

2 oz Calvados

1 oz lemon juice

½ oz simple syrup

¼ oz grenadine syrup

Club soda

Lemon peel

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrups into lemon juice and a small amount of club soda. Fill glass with ice, add Calvados, and stir. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with lemon peel.

PINEAPPLE COOLER

2 oz dry white wine

2 oz pineapple juice

½ oz simple syrup

Club soda

Lemon peel

Orange peel

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrup into the wine, pineapple juice, and a small amount of club soda. Fill glass with ice and club soda, stir, and garnish with citrus peels.

POLAR BEAR COOLER

2 oz dark rum

1 oz Punt e Mes vermouth

1 oz lemon juice

½ oz orange juice

1 oz simple syrup

Club soda

Lemon peel

Orange peel

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrup into a small amount of club soda. Add rum, vermouth, and juices and stir. Fill with ice, top with club soda, stir, and garnish with citrus peels.

2 oz raspberry vodka

1 oz simple syrup

Club soda

Lemon peel

Lime peel

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrup into a small amount of club soda. Fill glass with ice, add vodka, and stir. Top with club soda, stir, and garnish with citrus peels.

REMMSEN COOLER

2 oz gin

¾ oz simple syrup

Club soda

Lemon peel

In a Collins glass or other large glass, dissolve syrup into a small amount of club soda. Fill glass with ice, add gin, and stir. Fill with club soda, stir, and garnish with lemon peel.

ROCK AND RYE COOLER

1 ½ oz vodka

1 oz Rock and Rye liqueur

½ oz lime juice

½ oz simple syrup

Club soda

Lime peel

COCO’S PUNCH

¾ oz light rum

¾ oz añejo rum

½ oz dark rum

¼ oz coconut rum

2 oz orange juice

3 oz pineapple juice

Splash of grenadine

Dash of Angostura bitters

Maraschino cherry

Orange slice

Combine the rums, juices, grenadine, and bitters and shake with ice. Strain into a large goblet or other specialty glass. Garnish with orange slice and cherry.

EGG NOG

6 eggs, separated

¾ cup sugar

1 quart milk

1 pint cream

6 oz bourbon

6 oz spiced rum

Nutmeg

Beat the egg yolks well, adding ½ cup of the sugar while doing so. Add the milk, cream, and liquor. Then beat the egg whites with the remaining sugar until they peak. Fold the egg whites into the mixture. Sprinkle with fresh nutmeg.

4 oz vodka

Set aside some raisins and almonds. Combine wine, raisins, almonds, peel, and spices in a sealed container. Let stand for 24 hours, then heat the mixture and add the vodka, with sugar to taste. Garnish with raisins and almonds.

4 oz brandy

Juice and peels of two lemons

Lemon verbena leaf

Dissolve the jelly in the hot tea and stir in the rest of the ingredients. Serve hot, garnished with verbena leaf.

12 oz apricot brandy

48 oz apple juice

3 cinnamon sticks

½ tsp ground cloves

Combine all ingredients and simmer over low heat for half an hour. Serve hot in mugs or brandy snifters.

HOT RUMMED CIDER

12 oz light rum

1 ½ qts apple cider

6 tbsp brown sugar

3 tbsp butter

Bring cider and brown sugar to boil in a saucepan. Reduce heat and melt in butter. Add rum and serve hot in mugs.

HOT SPICED CIDER

1 gallon apple cider

Calvados

8 cinnamon sticks

6 star anise

10 cloves

10 allspice berries, cracked

In a stockpot, combine all ingredients except Calvados and simmer slowly for at least two hours. Pour one ounce of Calvados in each mug and fill with cider (or drink without alcohol).

Mint sprigs

Despite a myriad of variations since its first appearance in the nineteenth century, the classic Martini remains the quintessential elegant cocktail: a cool, somewhat austere drink, not showy, but certainly powerful.

THE MANHATTAN

The richness and power of whiskey gives the Manhattan slightly rougher edges than the Martini. It gained prominence in the 1930s as one of the five Borough cocktails of New York.


THE OLD FASHIONED

Long before Don Draper of Mad Men revived interest in this classic, adding bitters and sugar to whiskey was a mainstay of cocktail culture and one of the most basic drink preparations.

DRINKS

AS YOU MIGHT IMAGINE, A SHORT DRINK IS SIMPLY A DRINK SERVED IN A TUMBLER OR OLD-FASHIONED GLASS. SINCE THEY CONTAIN A HIGHER CONCENTRATION OF ALCOHOL THAN LONG DRINKS, THEY TEND TO BE BUILT MORE FOR SLOW, DELIBERATE SIPPING—BUT THERE ARE NO HARD AND FAST RULES HERE.





BOURBON COBBLER

2 ½ oz bourbon

½ oz lemon juice

¼ oz grapefruit juice

¼ oz almond extract

Peach slice

Combine all ingredients but the peach slice in a mixing glass. Pour into ice-filled old-fashioned glass. Garnish with a slice of peach.

BRANDY COBBLER

2 oz brandy or Cognac

¼ oz raspberry syrup or liqueur

2 oz club soda

Orange slice

Lemon slice

Blend raspberry syrup or liqueur with club soda in a double old-fashioned glass. Fill glass with shaved ice, then brandy or Cognac, and stir. Garnish with the fruit wedges.

AN UP DRINK IS THE CLASSIC IMAGE OF A COCKTAIL: SHAKEN OR STIRRED WITH ICE AND SERVED, ALMOST ALWAYS STRAINED, IN A COCKTAIL GLASS. UP DRINKS ARE THE MOST ELEGANT OF THE COCKTAILS, AND NOT ONLY BECAUSE OF THEIR PRESENTATION. SUBTLE OR INTENSE, AUSTERE OR RICH, THEY TEND TO HAVE DISTINCT PERSONALITIES.





HOLLYWOOD COCKTAILS
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MARTINIS ON SCREEN

The most famous of all movie cocktails is, of course, James Bond’s vodka martini—shaken, not stirred—but the martini as a mark of style and sophistication owes more to the decades-earlier classic comedies of the 1930s, notably the Thin Man movies.

Whiskey cocktails inherited the mantle of manliness passed on from classic Westerns, but other cocktails were seen as more feminine: when Rick, Humphrey Bogart’s lovelorn hero in Casablanca, says “Here’s looking at you, kid” to Ingrid Bergman’s Ilsa, he has just mixed her a champagne cocktail (page 310).

“Softer” drinks in the hands of male characters came to suggest a lack of grit—as when the feckless Fredo orders a banana daiquiri in The Godfather Part II.

Next to martinis, no drink has exercised such a spell over Hollywood as the Manhattan (page 248). In Some Like It Hot, Marilyn Monroe’s alluring Sugar Kane Kowalczyk imbibes Manhattans. Off screen, the Manhattan became the signature drink of Frank Sinatra’s notorious Rat Pack.

More than any other city, New York is the home of the cocktail, and some of its legendary hotel bars—Bemelman’s in the Carlyle, the Blue Bar at the Algonquin—retain their glamour to this day. Other classic bars include the Old Town Bar in the Flatiron district and the well-worn P. J. Clarke’s on 3rd Avenue.

LONDON AND PARIS

While the Savoy has long been considered the pinnacle of London’s cocktail culture, other bars have emerged that equal or surpass the Savoy, such as the Connaught Bar at the Connaught Hotel in Mayfair. And no cocktail safari in London would be complete without a visit to Dukes Bar, at the Dukes Hotel in St. James, where Ian Fleming threw back many a martini. In Paris, there’s Harry’s New York Bar in Les Halles/Rivoli—birthplace of the Sidecar and the haunt of writers, artists, and sophisticates for decades. But La Palette in St.-Germain, the one-time haunt of Picasso, has its own rich history and old-school feel, without so much hauteur.

TOASTIE SHOOTER

1 ½ oz amaretto

½ oz cinnamon schnapps

Combine ingredients in a shot glass.

TO THE MOON

½ oz Kahlúa

½ oz amaretto

½ oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

½ oz overproof rum

Stir ingredients with ice and strain into a chilled shot glass.

TRAFFIC LIGHT

½ oz Midori melon liqueur

½ oz Galliano

½ oz crème de noyaux

Layer the ingredients in a cordial glass in the order listed, from the bottom up.

WASHINGTON APPLE

1 oz Canadian whisky

1 oz sour apple schnapps

1 oz cranberry schnapps

Shake ingredients with ice and strain into a cordial glass. Garnish with a green apple slice if desired.

WOO WOO

½ oz peach schnapps

½ oz vodka

1 oz cranberry juice

Shake ingredients with ice and strain into a chilled shot glass.

SEASONAL DRINKS
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Though most cocktails inhabit the perpetual season known as cocktail hour, many capture—or help create—the distinct mood of each quarter of the year.

SPRING AND SUMMER

Light, refreshing cocktails dominate the spring. Consider such classics as slings, smashes, lemonade drinks, and colorful coolers. Go-to cocktail: a French 75. Summer is, of course, the season for clear and tropical cocktails. Fresh fruit fills the market stands, the sun pours down through long days, and a cold, sweet-and-tart drink is what you crave. While you could always go for a Gin and Tonic, for a bit more personality try one of the great Caribbean drinks—a classic Daiquiri will keep you cool.

FALL AND WINTER

As Keats put it, autumn is the “season of mists and mellow fruitfulness,” and that vibe is what you’ll want in a cocktail. Deeper, richer drinks come to the fore. Any drink involving apple juice or apple brandy chimes with sentimental visions of autumn. Go-to cocktail: a Sidecar. When winter comes, linger over an Irish Coffee or Hot Toddy; or brace yourself against the cold with a potent whiskey drink—stay toasty warm with an Old Fashioned.

ADULT HOT CHOCOLATE

1 ½ oz peppermint schnapps

6 oz hot chocolate

Whipped cream

Combine schnapps and hot chocolate in a mug and top with whipped cream.

ALMOND CHOCOLATE KISS

1 oz amaretto

1 oz chocolate liqueur

5 oz hot chocolate

Stir ingredients in a warm mug.

AMARETTO TEA

2 oz amaretto

6 oz hot tea

Whipped cream

Pour hot tea into a warmed parfait glass. Top with amaretto and whipped cream.

AMERICAN GROG

1 ½ oz light rum

¾ oz lemon juice

1 cube/tsp sugar

Hot water

Put the sugar cube in an Irish coffee glass and pour the lemon juice and rum over it. Fill with hot water.

BISHOP

1 750ml bottle dry red wine

1 cinnamon stick

3 cloves

½ cup sugar

4 whole oranges

Roast the oranges in a 350º oven until brown, about 15 minutes. Place in a stockpot and add the sugar, spices, and half the wine and let macerate for a few hours. Then mash the fruit, add the rest of the wine, heat up, and serve in mugs or punch cups.

BLACK GOLD

¼ oz triple sec

¼ oz amaretto

¼ oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

¼ oz Frangelico

4 oz hot coffee

Pour liqueurs into an Irish coffee glass and top with coffee, and add a dash of cinnamon schnapps if desired. Can be topped with whipped cream.

BOSTON CARIBBEAN COFFEE

1 oz dark crème de cacao

1 oz dark rum

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Pour crème de cacao and rum into an Irish coffee glass and top with coffee and whipped cream.

CAFÉ L’ORANGE

½ oz Cognac

½ oz triple sec

1 oz Mandarine Napoléon

4 oz hot coffee

Whipped cream

Pour Cognac and liqueurs in an Irish coffee glass and top with coffee and whipped cream.

CAFFÈ AMARETTO

1 oz amaretto

1 cup hot coffee

Whipped cream

Stir amaretto and coffee in an Irish coffee glass and top with whipped cream.

CAPRICCIO

1 oz amaretto

½ oz brandy

½ oz crème de menthe

1 tsp sugar

Cinnamon sugar, for rimming glass

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Rim an Irish coffee glass with the cinnamon sugar. Pour the white sugar in the bottom of the glass and add the brandy and liqueurs. Fill with hot coffee and top with whipped cream.

CHOCOLATE COFFEE KISS

¾ oz Kahlúa

¾ oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

Splash of dark crème de cacao

Splash of Mandarine Napoléon

1 ½ oz chocolate syrup

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Combine first five ingredients in an Irish coffee glass and fill with coffee. Top with whipped cream.

COFFEE NUDGE

½ oz brandy

½ oz Kahlúa

½ oz dark crème de cacao

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

In an Irish coffee glass, combine the first three ingredients. Fill with coffee and top with whipped cream.

DOUBLEMINT

1 oz spearmint schapps

Dash of green crème de menthe

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Pour schnapps in an Irish coffee glass and fill with coffee. Top with whipped cream and drizzle on green crème de menthe.

GROG

1 ½ oz dark rum

1 oz honey syrup (equal parts honey and warm water, mixed and then chilled)

¾ oz lemon juice

4 oz hot water or black tea

1 cinnamon stick

Combine all ingredients in a mug and stir.

HOT APPLE PIE

2 oz Tuaca citrus liqueur

6 oz hot apple cider

Whipped cream

Pour Tuaca in an Irish coffee glass and fill with hot cider. Top with whipped cream if desired.

HOT BRANDY ALEXANDER

¾ oz brandy

¾ oz crème de cacao

4 oz steamed milk

Combine ingredients in an Irish coffee glass. Can be topped with whipped cream if desired.

HOT BRANDY TODDY

2 oz brandy

1 cube/tsp sugar

Hot water or black tea

Lemon slice

Put sugar in the bottom of an Irish coffee glass and fill 2/3 full with hot water or tea. Add brandy and stir. Garnish with lemon slice.

HOT BUTTERED RUM

2 oz dark rum

1 tsp brown sugar

1 tbsp butter

Hot water or tea

HOT KISS

½ oz white crème de menthe

½ oz white crème de cacao

1 oz Irish whiskey

6 oz hot coffee

Whipped cream

Pour liqueurs and whiskey into an Irish coffee glass and add coffee. Top with whipped cream.

HOT WHISKEY TODDY

1 oz whiskey of choice

1 tbsp honey

¼ lemon

1 cup hot tea

Pour the honey in an Irish coffee glass. Add the whiskey and the squeezed juice of the lemon quarter and top with the tea.

JAMAICA COFFEE

1 oz coffee brandy

¾ oz light or gold rum

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Combine brandy and rum in an Irish coffee glass and fill with coffee. Top with whipped cream.

MEXICAN COFFEE

1 oz Kahlúa

½ oz tequila

Hot coffee

Whipped cream

Pour Kahlúa and tequila into an Irish coffee glass and fill with coffee. Top with whipped cream.

COCKTAIL

PARTY THEMES
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Here are a few classic ideas for cocktail party themes—just add a good mix of friends.

CASABLANCA

This theme has it all: Hollywood glamour, an exotic locale, romance, and drama. Set up a space like Rick’s Café and serve champagne cocktails in a casino room. Whoever comes as Claude Rains’s Captain Louis Renault gets priority at the bar.

TROPICANA

Warm weather, an indoor/outdoor space, a pool or beach if available, exotic flowers and tiki torches, and plenty of tropical cocktails.

SPEAKEASY

Hand out party pearls, feather boas, and fans to women in flapper dresses and men in dark suits (or pastel suits, if they want to get Gatsbyesque). Play period jazz and serve gin-based drinks.

GARDEN PARTY

In classic English style, serve up Pimm’s punch and G and T (Gin and Tonic) while inviting guests to stroll through the garden and play outdoor games. Men can wear blazers and boater hats; women, pastel dresses and Ascot-style hats.

Apple slice, half ring

Combine all ingredients but apple with 1 cup of crushed ice in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass and garnish with the apple slice.

BANANA DAIQUIRI

1 ½ oz light rum

½ oz triple sec

1 ½ oz lime juice

1 tsp sugar

Maraschino cherry

1 medium banana, sliced

Combine ingredients except cherry in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a tall glass and garnish with cherry.

BANANA DI AMORE

1 oz amaretto

1 oz crème de banane

2 oz orange juice

1 oz simple syrup

½ oz lemon juice

Orange slice

Combine all ingredients but orange slice in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Serve in a red wine glass and garnish with orange slice.

BANANA FOSTER

1 ½ oz spiced rum

½ oz banana liqueur

2 scoops of vanilla ice cream

1 medium banana, sliced

Ground cinnamon

Combine ingredients except cinnamon in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a large brandy snifter and dust with cinnamon.

BIG CHILL

1 ½ oz dark rum

1 oz pineapple juice

1 oz orange juice

1 oz cranberry juice

1 oz cream of coconut

Pineapple wedge

Maraschino cherry

Combine ingredients except fruits in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a tall glass and garnish with pineapple wedge and cherry.

BLIZZARD

1 oz brandy

1 oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

1 oz Kahlúa

1 oz light rum

2 scoops of vanilla ice cream

Splash of light cream

Ground nutmeg

Combine all ingredients but nutmeg in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a large brandy snifter and dust with nutmeg.

BLUE VELVET

1 oz black raspberry liqueur

1 oz Midori

4 oz vanilla ice cream

Whipped cream

Dash of Blue Curaçao

Combine liqueurs (except Blue Caraçao) and ice cream in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass, top with whipped cream, and drizzle Blue Curaçao on top.

BLUSHIN’ RUSSIAN

1 oz Kahlúa

¾ oz vodka

1 scoop of vanilla ice cream

4 fresh strawberries

Chocolate-dipped strawberry

Combine Kahlúa, vodka, ice cream, and strawberries in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass and garnish with dipped strawberry.

BRASS FIDDLE

2 oz peach schnapps

¾ oz Tennessee whiskey

2 oz pineapple juice

1 oz orange juice

1 oz grenadine syrup

Pineapple wedge

Maraschino cherry

Combine schnapps, whiskey, and juices in a blender with 1 cup ice and blend until smooth. Swirl the grenadine in a parfait glass and add the blended ingredients. Garnish with pineapple wedge and cherry.

CANYON QUAKE

¾ oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

¾ oz brandy

1 oz amaretto

2 oz light cream

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a large brandy snifter.

CHAMPAGNE CORNUCOPIA

1 oz vodka

¾ oz peach schnapps

1 oz champagne

1 oz cranberry juice

2 scoops of rainbow sherbet

Orange slice

Combine sherbet, vodka, and schnapps in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour cranberry juice in a large red wine glass and top with the blended ingredients, pouring in a spiral pattern. Top with a float of champagne and garnish with orange slice.

Combine ingredients in a blender with 4 cups crushed ice and blend until smooth. Serve in parfait glasses.

2 oz light rum

1 oz chocolate liqueur

CHOCOLATE COLADA

2 oz rum

1 oz cream of coconut

1 oz chocolate syrup

Dash of light cream

Combine ingredients in a blender with ½ cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Serve in a parfait glass.

CLOUD NINE

1 oz Bailey’s Irish Cream

½ oz black raspberry liqueur

1 oz amaretto

1 scoop of vanilla ice cream

Whipped cream

1 Reese’s peanut butter cup

2 oz vodka

Splash of Blue Curaçao

4 oz pineapple juice

1 ½ oz lemon juice

1 oz simple syrup

Combine ingredients in a blender with ½ cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass.

1 ½ oz tequila

½ oz triple sec

1 oz lime juice

Lime slice

Combine ingredients except lime slice in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a cocktail glass and garnish with lime slice.

1 ½ oz light rum

4 pineapple chunks

½ oz lime juice

Dash of sugar

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a champagne flute.

2 oz light rum

½ oz triple sec

1 oz lime juice

PEPPERMINT PENGUIN

½ oz green crème de menthe

½ oz chocolate mint liqueur

4 chocolate sandwich cookies

3 oz light cream

Whipped cream

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice, reserving one cookie and the whipped cream. Blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass, top with whipped cream, and garnish with reserved cookie.

RASPBERRY CHEESECAKE

1 oz white crème de cacao

1 oz black raspberry liqueur

½ oz / 1 tbsp cream cheese, softened

2 scoops of vanilla ice cream

Combine ingredients in a blender with 1 cup crushed ice and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass.

STRAWBERRIES AND CREAM

1 oz strawberry schnapps

1 ½ tbsp sugar

2 oz half-and-half

2 strawberries

Combine schnapps, sugar, and half-and-half in a blender and blend until smooth. Add strawberries and blend for a few seconds more. Pour into a parfait glass.

STRAWBERRY SHORTCAKE

1 oz amaretto

¾ oz white crème de cacao

3 oz strawberries in syrup

1 scoop of vanilla ice cream

Whipped cream

1 fresh strawberry

Combine all ingredients but the whipped cream and strawberry in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a large red wine glass, top with whipped cream, and garnish with fresh strawberry.

TENNESSEE WALTZ

1 ¼ oz peach schnapps

2 oz pineapple juice

1 oz passion fruit nectar

1 scoop of vanilla ice cream

Whipped cream

Fresh strawberry

Combine all ingredients but the strawberry and whipped cream in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass, top with whipped cream, and garnish with strawberry

TEQUILA FROST

1 ¼ oz tequila

1 ¼ oz pineapple juice

1 ¼ oz grapefruit juice

½ oz honey

½ oz grenadine syrup

2 oz vanilla ice cream

Orange slice

Combine all ingredients but the orange slice in a blender and blend until smooth. Pour into a parfait glass and garnish with the orange slice.

1 ¼ oz amaretto

6 fresh strawberries

2 scoops of vanilla ice cream

Combine ingredients in a blender and blend until smooth, reserving one strawberry. Pour into a parfait glass and garnish with the reserved strawberry.

CHAMPAGNE COCKTAILS
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Champagne cocktails occupy a distinct niche in cocktail culture. At once colorful and elegant, festive and intimate, they lend themselves not only to romantic settings but also to expansive parties. While a Kir Royale may be a glamorous and inviting nightcap, it’s not unusual to have a Mimosa with brunch the next day. Here are a few delicious recipes to keep in mind.

ALPHONSO COCKTAIL

1 sugar cube soaked in Angostura bitters

1 oz Red Dubonnet

Champagne

Lemon peel

Place sugar cube in a white wine glass with two or three ice cubes. Add Dubonnet, then fill with champagne. Garnish with lemon peel.

BELLINI

1 ½ oz peach puree

3 oz Prosecco or other dry sparkling wine

½ oz peach liqueur

Pour the peach puree in the bottom of a mixing glass. Gently pour in and blend the Prosecco. Strain mixture into a champagne flute. Float peach liqueur on top.

CLASSIC CHAMPAGNE COCKTAIL

Champagne

Sugar cube soaked in Angostura bitters

Lemon peel

Place the sugar cube in the bottom of a champagne flute. Slowly fill with the champagne. Garnish with lemon peel if desired.

KIR ROYALE

¼ oz Cassis or Framboise liqueur

Champagne

Lemon peel

Pour the Cassis or Framboise into a champagne flute. Fill with champagne. Garnish with lemon peel if desired.

MIMOSA

4 oz champagne

2 oz fresh orange juice

Pour the orange juice into a champagne flute and fill with champagne.

POINSETTIA

2 oz cranberry juice

4 oz champagne

½ oz Cointreau or triple sec

Pour cranberry juice into a champagne flute. Fill with champagne. Top with a float of Cointreau or triple sec.





INDEX OF COCKTAILS BY BASE LIQUOR

What follows is a guide for locating drinks by their base liquors—that is, the liquor that takes up the most volume in the drink or, in a looser sense, defines the drink’s character. In some cases, such as that of Long Island Iced Tea, the combination of liquors is so evenly spread that I have simply chosen one by which to list it here. In other cocktails, especially those that include liqueurs, an ingredient that may not be the base liquor in terms of volume may still dominate the drink; those I have listed under the dominant liquor. Of course, these are subjective judgments, but they should more or less hold true for most palates. With that principle in mind, I have not individually listed the hundreds of variations on the martini and the margarita; though some of those drinks diverge from the norm, most use the same base alcohols and present relatively modest variations on a common theme. Finally, some of the drinks are listed as appearing on two pages, with a slash between; this indicates two slightly different ways of preparing or presenting the drink.

BRANDY DRINKS

Technically, brandy is a spirit distilled from wine, but that doesn’t mean that all brandy comes from grapes. Spirits under this category range from Cognac and Armagnac to apple brandy (applejack, or in some cases Calvados), apricot brandy, and even pisco, among others. Of course, it wouldn’t do at all to use a 1988 Hine Cognac in a mixed drink—choose something more modest for your cocktail bar.

GIN DRINKS

It’s worth noting that, like most alcoholic beverages, gin is more complex and varied than one might think; it’s not simply a clear, juniper-flavored spirit. When someone refers to gin, they usually mean the benchmark style: London dry gin. But one can also find the fuller and more aromatic Plymouth gin, the sweeter, old-fashioned Old Tom gin, and of course sloe gin, which is reddish in color and infused with blackthorn fruit. The recent revival of cocktail culture has led to a rise in boutique gins, some of which barely qualify as gin at all, but many of which are delicious.

LIQUEURS AND SCHNAPPS

While these two categories fit together only loosely—most schnapps are significantly stronger than most liqueurs—what they have in common is powerful flavors, usually of infused herbs, berries, and other botanicals. Be careful mixing drinks with liqueurs and schnapps; if not carefully balanced with other ingredients, many of them can severely distort the flavor of a cocktail.

RUM AND CACHAÇA DRINKS

Rum, originally a by-product of the sugar trade and then a mainstay of the British navy, has been popular in America since colonial times. In recent years, distillers have begun to market increasingly complex and sophisticated rums, and boutique distilleries have found enthusiastic drinkers. In mixing cocktails, it’s important to distinguish among light, gold, and dark rums, which have very different characters as a result of barrel aging and other variables. Cachaça, the sugarcane-derived spirit whose home is Brazil, is a close relative of rum. As with brandy, don’t waste your top-shelf sipping rum on a mixed drink.

Tequila, which is distilled from the agave plant, is thousands of years old and comes in a range of styles, from the light and often crude silver to the aged and sophisticated añejo. Given that, for many years, only relatively cheap varieties were available in America, tequila has long suffered from a somewhat justified reputation as a particularly unforgiving spirit. Recently, however, its more elegant and complex expressions have begun finding their way to American shelves. As with some other spirits, don’t use your fine añejo in a mixed drink—silver or gold tequila will do just fine.

WHISKEY DRINKS

There are no doubt purists who are outraged to see the various kinds of whiskey lumped together under one heading. And they have a point: whiskeys are made from different grains, in different settings, in a range of styles. For starters, Scotch is very different from bourbon, and further differences separate Irish, Canadian, Japanese, and even Indian whiskies, to say nothing of rye. But when it comes to mixing cocktails, there is a common denominator to the flavor profiles of all whiskeys, and their distinct expressions tend to be variations on that theme. Again, there is no sense in using exceptional whiskey for a mixed drink. Use good Campbeltown Scotch for a sour drink, and you’ll not only have wasted a fine sipping beverage; you’ll have done injury to the soul of Scotland.
